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There are several types of dictionaries. Dictionaries are great help when students are learning a foreign or
second language. There are dictionaries which translate words into other languages. Most students start with
a bilingual dictionary, which has words in English translated into their own mother tongue. Another type of
dictionary is a monolingual dictionary, which is entirely in one language.
