Most people know that not getting enough sleep is not healthy. But is it possible to get too much sleep?
Most doctors and scientists seem to think so. In fact, too much sleep can make people feel even more tired
than getting a normal long night’s sleep.

Doctors recommend that people get between seven and nine hours of sleep a night. If a person still
feels tired after eight or nine hours of sleep, however, more sleep is not the answer. In fact, sleeping more
than nine hours a night may be a sign of a medical problem.

In fact, it is impossible for many people to
imagine a day without some contact with the Internet. Most people use the Internet to shop, send e-mail,
and for social networking. However, some people find it hard to control how much time they spend online.
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So, how much Internet is too much Internet? Experts agree that people who use the Internet so much
that it causes problems with their daily activities are spending too much time online.
